1. IN GENERAL 

The purpose of these specifications is to allow the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office (HCSO) to upgrade the microwave alarm system to the Harris Corporation Farscan Windows version utilized on the Harris Corporation microwave system and to reconfigure alarm wiring at its co-located 800 MHZ system sites.  This project is to be a turnkey project with all engineering, design, installation, and materials to be supplied by the successful vendor.

2. PROPOSER QUALIFICATIONS
Proposer’s may be required to furnish evidence in writing that they maintain permanent places of business and have adequate equipment, finances and personnel to furnish the item or service offered satisfactorily and expeditiously.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office reserves the right to inspect the vendor's place of business and equipment prior to award of any contract, for determining ability to meet terms and conditions as set forth herein.  Prior to an award, the successful vendor shall provide resumes and qualifications for their personnel who will be performing the work under this scope of work statement.  Technical personnel performing this work must have a minimum of five years experience on all of the equipment included in this work statement.

3. REFERENCES


Contractor will supply a Letter of Reference from two (2) Customers that they have done service for in this type of field of work pertaining to Harris microwave and FARSCAN Windows Alarm systems. (This letter will reference meeting of completion dates and knowledge of this field of work.)   The references must include the name of entity, address, name of contact, and telephone numbers where they can be reached.  Prior to an award, the successful vendor shall provide resumes and qualifications for their personnel who will be performing the services defined in this request for proposal.

4. LAWS AND REGULATIONS
The Proposer’s attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations shall apply to the contract throughout and they will be deemed to be included in the contract the same as though herein written.  Florida law will govern all questions concerning implementation and execution of this contract and shall also be controlling in any cause of action brought pursuant to this contract.

5. PRE-PROPOSAL CONFERENCE
All interested parties are invited to attend a pre-proposal conference (see date on Page 3).  At this time the Sheriff's representative(s) will be available to answer questions relative to this Request for Proposal.  Any suggested modifications may be presented in writing or discussed with the Sheriff's representative(s) at this meeting and may be considered by said representative(s) as possible amendments to the Request for Proposal.  It is the responsibility of the vendor to conduct sight visits and inspections of the equipment to determine the firmware required to upgrade the Harris microwave equipment.

While this is not a mandatory pre-proposal conference, it is requested that all interested parties attend the conference to avoid time-consuming delays to Sheriff's Office personnel by having to answer additional questions and possibly hold up the project.  Pre-proposal conferences are held to offer the opportunity to ask questions by having all parties present, at the same time, and to see the scope of the work involved.

6. EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS
Final acceptance of the hardware, software and services shall be based on successful demonstration of the functionality of the workstations, alarm inputs, and controls.  The testing of the functionality shall be detailed and included in the documentation delivered.  All drawings and documentations must have been delivered to the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office shall issue a Certificate of Completion upon review and acceptance of the documentation.

7. EXPLANATION OF COMPETITIVE SEALED PROPOSAL METHOD 

A. The specifications set forth are for informational purposes and to provide a general description of the requirement.  Vendors shall be responsible to submit technical proposal(s) based upon their design that will accomplish the intended purpose as set forth herein.

B. Competitive Sealed Proposals differ from Competitive Sealed Bids in several areas:

C. All criteria for evaluation will be set forth in the proposal documents in order of importance.  The criteria set forth will be used to determine the best proposal.

D. Discussions may be held with all responsible vendors after proposals are opened for purposes of clarification.  Vendors shall be given equal treatment with respect to discussions held and all information obtained is to obtain the best possible offers for the Sheriff's Office.

E. Award shall be made to the responsible vendor whose proposal is determined to be the most advantageous to the Sheriff's Office taking into consideration only the evaluation factors set forth in the proposal.

F. Vendors may be required to negotiate a mutually agreeable contract prior to award.  This contract shall provide all regular protection to both parties.

8. AWARD
Award shall be made to the best responsive and responsible proposer offering a service deemed suitable for use by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office.

Award shall be made on an ALL-OR-NONE TOTAL OFFER basis.

Award notification will be sent to vendors receiving a Proposal award.  Proposal results will be available at our web site http://www.hcso.tampa.fl.us on the Purchasing Page.  If you do not have internet access, and would like a copy of the proposal results, contact the Purchasing Office at (813) 247-8034.

In the event two (2) or more vendors have submitted the best proposal, preference may be given in the award in the following order.  First, to the vendor who has his/her principal place of business in Hillsborough County; second, to the vendor who has a place of business in Hillsborough County; and third, if the vendors involved in the tie proposal situation are all located inside/outside Hillsborough County, the toss of a coin will be used to break the tie.

9. DISPUTES

Any prospective Proposer who disputes the reasonableness or appropriateness of the notice of award, on notice of rejection, for any or all proposals will submit a notice of protest in writing within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) to the HCSO Purchasing department by registered mail. 

The RFP evaluation committee will have five working days upon receipt of this notice to meet and consider the dispute as written. The evaluation committee may request additional information from the vendor or request a meeting to gain further clarification of the issues. Upon completion of this review process the evaluation committee will make a recommendation to the Project Manager. 

After review of the evaluation committee recommendation and the dispute notice, the Project Manager may concur with the evaluation committee or arrive at a separate decision. The decision of the Project Manager will be communicated to the vendor in writing. This decision and the basis upon which it was made will be communicated within 5 working days following the receipt of the recommendation from the evaluation committee. 

A single appeal of the Project Manager’s decision is available by submitting a notice in writing within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) requesting a Management review of the decision. The determination of HCSO Management regarding the decision of the Project Manager is final.

10. CONTRACT DOCUMENT
The contract between Cal Henderson, Sheriff, Hillsborough county and the contractor shall consist of: (1) the Request for Proposal and any amendments thereto and (2) the contractor’s proposal submitted in response to the request for proposal. Supply and install system workstation hardware equipped with Windows XP Operating System and minimum 17” Flat Screen LCD Monitor that meets the specifications required for operation with the Harris Windows Farscan application and IP network interface unit must also interface with dialup telephone system for paging application. The workstation shall include an Epson Model C84WN Ink Jet Color printer or equivalent.

3. Remote Monitor for Farscan Alarm (Service Shop Location)

Supply and install remote workstation hardware with Windows XP Operating System and minimum 17” Flat Screen LCD Monitor that meets the specifications required for operation with the Harris Windows Farscan application and IP network interface. The workstation shall include an Epson Model C84WN Ink Jet Color printer or equivalent. 

4. Farscan Widows Software Upgrade

Supply and install Harris Corporation Windows Farscan software version on the workstations described above.  Harris Farscan licensing should include up to four workstations.

5. Firmware for Upgrade of Harris Radios

Supply and install Harris Corporation Firmware for Windows compatibility in 34 microwave radios in 15 locations.  The vendor shall determine the types of Harris radios and quantity of each type of firmware required.

6. Engineering, Installation, Programming, and Configuration

Provide engineering, design, installation, programming, and configuration of the Farscan Alarm System Monitors for managing up to 32 alarm and control circuits. Attached is a wiring diagram that depicts the alarm wiring and punch block arrangement envisioned. This diagram is for information only and does not represent the final configuration of alarms.

7. Installation Hardware and Materials Associated with Farscan

Provide all installation hardware and materials for professional installations of the Farscan workstation monitors. All cables and wires are to be neatly dressed tie-wrapped to existing cable ladders or equipment. Wires and cables installed outside the cable ladders shall be enclosed in appropriate covered Wire-Mold or conduit supplied by the Vendor.
8. Labor to Reconfigure Site Alarms

Provide labor and transportation to sites to wire and rewire up to 32 alarm and control circuits through a series of Siemon S66M2-5W connectorized punch blocks to the alarm shelf equipment installed in the microwave racks.  The microwave is equipped with Harris DVM and EVA Alarm shelves at most sites.

Four sites are currently not equipped with alarm shelves.  The Contractor is to install Customer supplied Harris CAU (Control Alarm Unit) Shelves at the four (4) locations that do not currently have alarm shelves installed.  
9. Materials, Cable, Punch Blocks and Wire

In addition to the punch blocks identified above, the Vendor shall supply fifteen (15) S66M2-5W Connectorized Punch Blocks and twenty-five (25) EDCO COHP-008 Surge Suppressors for each block. Each block will also require an EDCO MGB Grounding Bar Kit.

10. User Training on Site

After the workstations have been set up and programmed with the alarm configurations, the contractor shall conduct a one-day informal training session on the set up, configuration, and operation of the alarm system.

11. Technical Requirements

It will be the responsibility of the vendors to obtain the technical requirements and documentation from the respective suppliers for proper installation and configuration of all equipment to be supplied of configured under this scope of work.

12. Technical Documentation

Supply professional wiring diagrams of the final alarm wiring at each site including connection to equipment alarms.  The wiring diagrams shall identify the exact alarm take-off points of the various items of equipment. The Vendor shall supply six (6) copies of hard documentation in 3-Ring Notebook binders and two (2) softcopies on CD in both Microsoft Visio and Acrobat Reader PDF. All drawings created for this alarm system shall become the property of the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office. 

13. Warranty

Vendor shall provide warranty/maintenance on all equipment, materials, services and installation supplied for a period of one year from date of final acceptance. The warranty shall include all parts and labor. 

The Vendor shall also offer options for second and third year maintenance for the equipment supplied for this requirement.
