The vendor must provide the GPS system and ankle transmitters on a rental basis and provide personnel to monitor the system  24 hours a day.

VENDOR QUALIFICATIONS

Vendors may be required to furnish evidence in writing that they maintain permanent places of business and have adequate equipment, finances and personnel to furnish the item or service offered satisfactorily and expeditiously.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office reserves the right to inspect the vendor's place of business and equipment prior to award of any contract, for determining ability to meet terms and conditions as set forth herein.


The Proposer shall furnish a copy of either its State of Florida Contractor Certification or its Hillsborough County Contractor License (current and effective as of the  proposal date) with its  proposal or within 48 hours of notification by the Sheriff's Office that such has not been provided.

3.
LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The Proposer's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations shall apply to the contract throughout and they will be deemed to be included in the contract the same as though herein written.  Florida law will govern all questions concerning implementation and execution of this contract and shall also be controlling in any cause of action brought pursuant to this contract.

DISPUTES  

Any prospective Proposer who disputes the reasonableness or appropriateness of the notice of award, on notice of rejection, for any or all proposals will submit a notice of protest in writing within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) to the HCSO Purchasing department by registered mail. 

The RFP evaluation committee will have five working days upon receipt of this notice to meet and consider the dispute as written. The evaluation committee may request additional information from the vendor or request a meeting to gain further clarification of the issues. Upon completion of this review process the evaluation committee will make a recommendation to the Project Manager. 

After review of the evaluation committee recommendation and the dispute notice, the Project Manager may concur with the evaluation committee or arrive at a separate decision. The decision of the Project Manager will be communicated to the vendor in writing. This decision and the basis upon which it was made will be communicated within 5 working days following the receipt of the recommendation from the evaluation committee. 

A single appeal of the Project Manager’s decision is available by submitting a notice in writing within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) requesting a Management review of the decision. PRE-QUALIFICATION OF SUBCONTRACTORS, VENDORS, AND SUPPLIERS

A)
Within fifteen (15) calendar days after effective date of Notice of Award, the Contractor shall submit to the Sheriff's Office a list of all Subcontractors and all other such persons and organizations whom the Contractor intends to utilize in performing portions of the Work.

CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS

The successful Proposer may not sublet or subcontract any the contractual obligations concerning this proposal matter except as provided for in the written contract between the Sheriff's Office and Contractor. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

A)
Precedence


The Contract Documents comprise the entire agreement between the Sheriff's Office and Contractor concerning the Work and may be altered only by a Change Order. Change orders must be approved and signed by the Fiscal Comptroller before any extra work will be performed. 



It is the intent of the Contract Documents to describe the total Work to be constructed.  The Contract Documents are complementary.  What is called for by one is as binding as if called for by all.  If the Contractor finds a conflict, error, or discrepancy in the Contract Documents, he will call it to the Buyer's attention in writing before proceeding with the Work.  The Buyer will respond with a written clarification.  Any delays associated with the clarification will be considered for time extensions only, but no damages for delay will be allowed.  In resolving such conflicts, errors, and discrepancies, the Contract Documents shall be given preference in terms of the most stringent requirements as determined by the Project Manager.  Enforcement of the most stringent requirements will be at the Sheriff's option.  Figure dimensions on the Drawings (when provided) shall govern over scale dimensions, and the detailed Drawing shall govern over general Drawings. Specifications for Global Positioning Satellite Rental Service (GPS) and Radio Frequency Systems
General

· The equipment and software provided must be the vendor’s most recent version released in the industry and upgraded as new versions become available.

· The vendor must supply all necessary tools and supplies to operate the system.  Maintenance costs for the equipment shall be included as a part of this proposal.

· The successful vendor will provide qualified personnel in the event that expert testimony on the functional aspects of the system and equipment is needed in Court for cases involving violations.

· The successful vendor must be ready to proceed with installation of the equipment within thirty (30) days after receiving a notice to proceed.

· Included in the proposed costs of the system the vendor will provide an on-site technician 40 hours a week.  This technician will be responsible for the placement of equipment on the subjects, inventory, supplies, cleaning of equipment and initial data entry into the system.

· The term of agreement will be for three (3) years with a potential for additional (2) one-year renewals by mutual agreement of the parties.

· The successful vendor system software must be compatible with the CrimeTrax, crime scene correlation software.

National Monitoring Center
· The National Monitoring Center must be able to provide on a 24 hour, seven day per week basis staff who have been competently trained on the system and who can respond in a timely manner to requests for assistance from the agency.  These requests can be for assistance to both hardware and software issues.

· The Agency reserves the right to conduct background checks on any employee working in the National Monitoring Center.  The vendor is required to supply the Agency with a roster of employees upon demand that includes their name, birth date, and social security number.  The Agency agrees to request such a roster only if it has reasonable cause to believe it is necessary to maintain the integrity of the monitoring program.  The vendor is required to notify the Agency within twenty-four (24) hours should any situations arise with personnel which might compromise the integrity of the National Monitoring Center and/or the Agency’s program.

· The Vendor agrees to conduct regular training for their National Monitoring Center staff so they will be competent to respond appropriately to any suspected violations or unusual activities by offenders under the supervision of the Agency.

· The Vendor must be able to demonstrate that their Nation Monitoring Center maintains high performance computers with up-to-date software capable of monitoring large numbers of offenders.

· The Vendor must be able to demonstrate that it’s National Monitoring Center is in a secure location where appropriate safeguards are in place to protect the integrity of the center as well as maintaining the confidentiality of the information on offenders under the supervision of the Agency.

· The Vendor must have procedures in place for the frequent backup of data generated by the National Monitoring Center and have redundancy built into its system.  Backup electrical generators should be in place and onsite should an extended electrical outage occur.  The vendor should also have an Uninterruptible Power Supply (UPS) to provide additional safeguards between power loss and switching to the onsite generator.  The Vendor is required to notify the Agency should any such event occur which might impact the Agency’s program.

· The National Monitoring Center is equipped with redundant telephone lines and electrical service providers so that if one fails, the other is available immediately.

GPS System Specifications
· The Vendor should be able to demonstrate that its GPS system is capable of tracking individuals by use of its system 24 hours a day.

· The system should use the triangulation of signals to determine the horizontal and vertical locations of clients under the supervision by the agency.  The system must be able to determine the offender’s locations to within fifty (50) feet.  The system should also be able to utilize cellular towers to enhance the ability of the system to track offenders.

· The system must be able to provide the Agency with automatic reports on Failure to Track, Violations of Exclusionary and Inclusion Zones, and Transmitter and Strap Tampers.  It should also be able to generate on demand reports such as offender history and background data.

· The system must be capable of sending immediate violation notifications via fax, telephone, and pager or to an officer’s wireless handheld device.  The system should also be capable of having various security levels set by the agency for offenders.

· The Vendor must supply the Agency with an online offender tracking site available 24 hours per day, seven days a week to review location history, information, offender status, and enter/remove offenders from the program.  This site should also be compatible with the radio frequency system.

· The system must provide active and passive tracking capabilities without the changing of equipment and/or software.

Equipment Specifications

GPS Receiver Specifications

· The receiver device when used in combination with the ankle transmitter should be capable of monitoring an offender’s movements at any time and in any location.  The vendor should note the number of points per hour the receiver will capture during normal monitoring verses the number of points captured per hour when a violation is detected.

· The receiver device should be lightweight and portable.  The offender should be able to transport the device easily.  The receiver should report any separation between it and the transmitter at a distance of twenty-five (25) feet or less.

· The receiver device should be water resistant and shock resistant and able to withstand normal daily use.

· The receiver device should be tamper resistant.

· The receiver device should allow for direct voice communication with the offender at any time and place.  The devise should allow the offender to respond only to communications initiated by the staff.  The devise should prohibit communications with any other parties.

· The battery in the receiver device should be durable and should be rechargeable.  The vendor should indicate whether the receiver battery is replaceable in the field or that it needs to be returned to the vendor for replacement.  The batteries daily charge should be sufficient to allow an offender to be gone from home for up to sixteen (16) hours between charges.

· Recharging the receiver battery shall not impede an offender’s regular movement.

· The receiver should be capable of continuing to monitor the offender while it is being charged.

· The receiver (or system) should be capable of establishing Exclusion Zones where a violation report will be generated when the offender moves into that zone.  The system should also be able to establish Inclusion Zones where the offender is permitted to be and a violation report will be generated when they move outside of these zones.

· The receiver should notify the offender via an audible tone and/or a visual message when he/she moves into an Exclusion Zone or leaves an Inclusion Zone.

· The receiver (or system) will generate a report when the cellular and/or the GPS signal is lost and the system can no longer track the offender or communicate with the data storage unit.

· The receiver will not be affected by the operation of other electronic devices (i.e., cell phones, satellite television receivers, microwave ovens, computers, radio towers) or other receivers when used in the same general geographic area.

Ankle Transmitter Specifications
· The Vendor must provide with the GPS system an ankle transmitter, which is capable of being worn by an offender in a comfortable, but secure manner at all times.  The anklet must be attachable by a strap that is not abrasive to the offenders skin.

· The transmitter must be compatible with both the RF and GPS systems so that continuous GPS tracking and house arrest may be combined without requiring the offender to wear anklet transmitters for multiple devices.

· Both the strap and anklet must be water resistant and capable of withstanding normal shocks, vibrations and wear and tear.  The ankle straps must come in various sizes or be adjustable to size to fit the offender.

· Both the strap and the anklet must be tamper resistant so that the offender cannot remove it without an alert being sent to the National Monitoring Center.

· The distance between the anklet and the receiver device when a violation is reported should be noted in the proposal and that distance should be no greater than two-hundred (200) feet from the RF receiver and/or no greater than twenty-five (25) feet from the GPS receiver. The distance should also be adjustable if possible.

· Battery life for the transmitter battery should be noted in the proposal and it should be sufficiently durable to not require frequent replacement of the battery.

· The Vendor must furnish the necessary tools to attach the transmitters and/or straps.

Mobile Monitoring Unit Specifications

· Vendor shall make available portable monitoring units that can be hand held/carried or used in an automobile.

· The portable monitoring unit must display status information for participants in the GPS and RF programs.

· The unit must allow access to the Internet.

· The unit should allow direct two-way voice communication.

· The unit must be capable to display location information regarding offenders on the GPS program when connected to the Internet.

· The portable monitoring unit should run on a 12-volt automobile current or up to 10 hours an internal, rechargeable battery.

· The portable monitoring unit shall alert personnel of RF and GPS equipment tampers regardless of where or when the tamper occurs.

· The portable unit shall be equipped with a digital display, which will show the offender’s I.D. number and tamper status.


Other Specifications
· The system should provide for the general long-term collection and storage of data generated by the system.

· The system should provide for Remote Workstation Interface by approved individuals from approved personal computers operating on Windows 98 or higher software.

· The Vendor will provide initial training for the Agency staff to understand and competently operate the system.

· The Vendor will provide periodic training for the Agency staff when updates or changes are made to system at no cost to the Agency.

· The Vendor will provide customer and technical support services on a 24 hour a day basis, seven days a week via telephone.  When a major service interruptions occur, the Vendor’s technical support services will respond within two (2) hours by telephone of notification of such a service interruption.

· The Vendor will describe in detail their warranty on equipment, their policy on replacement of defective, damaged and stolen units.

Radio Frequency (RF) System Specifications
· The proposal will provide for the lease of a minimum of  two-hundred (200) units initially. A “unit” is generally defined as a receiver/monitor and a transmitter.  The proposal will outline the cost per day per unit.  The cost per unit should be all-inclusive, covering the cost of the additional equipment listed above as well as any and all services related to the agreement.

· The radio frequency system must be capable to operate 24 hours a day, seven days a week and communicate with the National Monitoring Center.

Radio Frequency Receiver Specifications

· The receiver/monitor shall be easily installed in a central location in the individual’s home near the telephone.

· The receiver/monitor shall indicate that it is receiving the signal from the transmitter.

· The receiver/monitor shall be able to receive any offender status change; when the offender enters or leaves the home; the working condition of the home unit; and if, the transmitter is sending a tamper signal.  These changes must be time stamped upon occurrence.

· The receiver/monitor shall be able to transmit offender status and tamper information immediately to the National Monitoring Center via standard telephone lines.

· The receiver/monitor shall be able to notify the National Monitoring Center of any tamper attempts to the receiver/monitor itself, as well as phone line or power disconnections.

· The receiver/monitor must be tamper resistant and should be factory-sealed for added security.
