RFP 43-04: TOWER, ANTENNA SYSTEMS, HIGH POLE LIGHTS & CAMERA SERVICES

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Questions relate to Items listed on pages 28 & 29 of RFP 43-04
Item 4: Is there a basis we should price by? Painting a self-support structure and a guyed structure are certainly different prospects.

This question will be answered in Addendum 2 that is being issued.

Item 7: Is this pricing for inspection or maintenance and is the per foot basis determined by the height of the top beacon/strobe?

For the purposes of “pricing” tower maintenance and inspections the per foot pricing shall be based on the height of the tower structure, not to include beacons, antennas, or other appurtenances attached to the tower.

Item 11-12: No reference to the type of antenna. Is there a basis we should consider to price per foot?
Pricing shall be inclusive of all types of VHF, UHF and 800 MHz communications antennas regardless of type. Microwave Dishes are covered separately in this RFP.

Item 8-18, 20, 24, 26, 27: No reference to the type or height of the tower the RF lines/antennas attached to. Assume you want an all inclusive (per foot) rate regardless of tower height or type? We did get the list of towers and we see towers varying from 400-120 foot guyed structures to 320-180 foot self-supporting structures to 195-45 foot monopoles. Removing/installing cables and antennas, inspecting and maintaining these varied structures is certainly different if you are addressing a per foot basis.
The per-foot rate pricing shall apply to all types of tower structures regardless of height. Actual antenna work performed is to be based on the actual installation height or elevation of the antenna on the tower structure. Transmission Line work pricing is to be based on the actual length of the transmission line between the antenna and the shelter entry point
Items 17-18: Assume these connectors are all on the tower and not on the ground
For the purposes of this RFP, assume all connectors are on the tower and pricing would be based on the actual installation height or elevation of the connector on the tower.

Main concern with is with the pricing structure presented in the RFP. Each vendor will certainly offer different views of price basis while submitting a proposal. If we knew that the per foot basis was a 150 foot SST tower and each vendor was on the same page so to speak, no problem. Producing hourly rates for work is simple and that isn't tied to an independent basis that can be interpreted differently by each vendor.
Tower types and heights are listed in Attachment “A” of RFP 43-04.
