IN GENERAL
The specifications set forth herein are for informational purpose and to provide a general description of the requirements.  Proposers shall be responsible to submit a technical proposal based upon training and experience that will accomplish the intended purpose as set forth.
A.
Explanation of Competitive Sealed Proposal Method of Procurement: Competitive Sealed Proposals differ from Competitive Sealed Bids in several areas:

All criteria for evaluation will be set forth in the proposal documents in order of importance. Only these criteria will be used to determine the best proposal.
2.
Discussions may be held with any responsible Proposals after proposals are opened for the purpose of clarification. Proposers shall be given equal treatment with respect to discussions held and all information obtained is to determine the best possible offer for the Sheriff's Office.
3.
Award shall be made to the responsible Proposer whose proposal is determined to be the most advantageous to the Sheriff's Office taking into consideration only the evaluation factors set forth in the proposal criteria

PURPOSE
The intent of this Request for Proposal and the resulting contract is to obtain a pest control service that can successfully provide the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office with effective elimination and subsequent control of insects and rodents.
3.
SCOPE:
Service to be rendered shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
A.
Service shall include inspection, as set forth in paragraph K. below, and clean-out of each location if clean-out is required.
B.
Contractor shall eliminate any infestation of crawling, flying or jumping insects and rodents and shall continuously and effectively control any re-infestation, with the exception of termites.
C. Termite removal will not be a part of this proposal. However, if termites are observed or reported, contractor will, as part of this proposal, inspect and give a recommendation for proper treatment and a price quote for such treatment.  The Sheriff's office reserves the right to also seek other price quotes. 
D.
The Contractor will comply with all rules and regulations as promulgated by the Environmental Protection Agency for pest control as well as all local, state and federal requirements.  The contractor will maintain suitable forms for recording information as to location of areas sprayed, fogged or baited and the type of spray, bait or fogging compound used.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office will be provided a copy of this information.  
E.
The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office shall provide personnel to accompany service technician.  These personnel, however, shall not actively render pest control service.
F.
All service technicians must be currently certified by the State of Florida Department of Health and Rehabilitation Services as certified operators of pest control and must have the associated identification card in their possession at all times while service is being performed.  Furthermore, all service technicians must have maintained such certification for each of the prior three (3) years.
G.
Service Technicians shall be preapproved by the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s office and only those preapproved technicians will service the Sheriff’s locations.  If at any time it is necessary to replace a technician, the new replacement shall be preapproved before starting service.  If at any time during the contract period a service technician to be unacceptable to the Sheriff’s Office, said technician shall be replaced before the next service day.


H.
Service shall include treatment for insects and rodents both inside the building and the areas immediately surrounding the outside of the building, including garbage, trash compactor and dumpster areas.
I.
Permanent type insect and rodent bait may be used in locations where the contractor deems advisable.  However, such bait must be restricted to those locations where persons and animals cannot accidentally come in contact with it.  Any permanent bait used shall be renewed in accordance with the recommendations of the manufacturer or as deemed necessary by the contractor to be effective.
J.
All pesticides and rodenticides are to be used in accordance with instructions on registered labels.  In effect, the label has the force of law.
K.
The Contractor’s Service Supervisor shall conduct quarterly inspections of all buildings at each facility.  Contractor shall be accompanied on such inspections by representatives of the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office.  The purpose of such inspections is to identify problems. If there are any conditions  which contribute to the proliferation of pests which may be remedied by action on the part the Sheriff's Office the Service Supervisor shall point out these conditions..  A full report of the recommendations for each facility shall be submitted by the contractor to the Department Commander of that facility within two weeks of the inspection and a copy of reports shall be forwarded to the Office of the Comptroller Division.
L.
Call-Back:  Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office reserves the right to call-back after areas have been serviced, if in their opinion, service has not been effective.  Call-backs and emergency service will be accomplished within twenty-four (24) hours, not including weekends or holidays.
The necessity for repeated call-backs shall be deemed a default for non-performance of the requirements of this proposal and may be considered a basis for cancellation of the contract.

B. Competitive Sealed Proposals differ from Competitive Sealed Bids in several areas:

C. All criteria for evaluation will be set forth in the proposal documents in order of importance.  The criteria set forth will be used to determine the best proposal.

7. AWARD

In the event two (2) or more vendors have submitted the best proposal, preference may be given in the award in the following order.  First, to the vendor who has his/her principal place of business in Hillsborough County; second, to the vendor who has a place of business in Hillsborough County; and third, if the vendors involved in the tie proposal situation are all located inside/outside Hillsborough County, the toss of a coin will be used to break the tie.

8. DISPUTES

Any prospective Proposer who disputes the reasonableness or appropriateness of the notice of award, on notice of rejection, for any or all proposals will submit a notice of protest in writing within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) to the HCSO Purchasing department by registered mail. 

The RFP evaluation committee will have five working days upon receipt of this notice to meet and consider the dispute as written. The evaluation committee may request additional information from the vendor or request a meeting to gain further clarification of the issues. Upon completion of this review process the evaluation committee will make a recommendation to the Project Manager. 

After review of the evaluation committee recommendation and the dispute notice, the Project Manager may concur with the evaluation committee or arrive at a separate decision. The decision of the Project Manager will be communicated to the vendor in writing. This decision and the basis upon which it was made will be communicated within 5 working days following the receipt of the recommendation from the evaluation committee. 

A single appeal of the Project Manager’s decision is available by submitting a notice in writing within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) requesting a Management review of the decision. The determination of HCSO Management regarding the decision of the Project Manager is final.

9. CONTRACT DOCUMENT
The contract between David Gee, Sheriff, Hillsborough county and the contractor shall consist of: (1) the Request for Proposal and any amendments thereto and (2) the contractor’s proposal submitted in response to the request for proposal.  The Sheriff’s Office reserves the right to clarify any contractual relationship in writing with the Contractor, and such written clarification shall govern in case of conflict with the applicable requirements stated in the request for proposal or the contractor’s responsive proposal.  In all matters not affected by the written clarification, if any, the request for proposal and all amendments thereto shall govern. The proposer is cautioned that his proposal shall be subject to acceptance without further clarification.

To the extent that a provision of the contract is contrary to the Constitution or laws of Florida, or of the United States, the provision shall be void and unenforceable.  However, the balance of the contract shall remain in force between the parties.

10. CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS
The successful Proposer may not sublet or subcontract any the contractual obligations concerning this proposal matter except as provided for in the written contract between the Sheriff's Office and Contractor. 11. ASSIGNMENT

The contractor will not assign, transfer, convey, or otherwise dispose of this contract or any part thereof, or of its right title or interest therein or its power to execute this contract or any amendment or modification hereto, to any other person, company or corporation, without prior written consent of the Sheriff’s Office.  Sale of a majority of corporate stocks, filing for bankruptcy, or reorganization shall be considered an assignment.

12. DEFAULT


The contract may be canceled or annulled by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office of the Comptroller Director in whole or in part by written notice of default to the awardee upon non-performance or violation of contract terms.  An award may be made to the next best responsive & responsible proposer, or articles specified may be purchased on the open market similar to those so terminated.  Failure of the contractor to deliver materials or services within the time stipulated in these specification, unless extended in writing by the Office of the Comptroller Director, shall constitute contract default.  Vendors who default on contracts may be removed from the vendor mailing lists for future contracts at the discretion of the Office of the Comptroller Director.

13. CANCELLATION
