TRAILER SPECIFICATIONS   

Construction

(1) 53 ft Monologue axle trailer.  GVWR is 49,000 lbs. Air suspension for rear axles.

(2) Trailer specially fabricated for 12’ to 13’ 6” overall height.

(3) With Satellite dish, King Dome and Microwave installed under 13’ 6”

(4) Wall construction 1.13” steel hat section, on 24” inch centers.

(5) .050 Aluminum skin riveted 

(6) Urethane insulation to a depth of 2” for an insulation factor of R14.

(7) Two (2) outside wheels will be polished Aluminum.

(8) ½ “ plywood walls and ceiling covered with carpet.

(9)  ¾” plywood cabinets covered with Wilson Art Laminate. 

(10) 1-3/8” Hardwood flooring 

Compartments

Compartments will be constructed of .125" aluminum with continuously welded seams and sweep out floor design. The doorframes will be bolted to the body and the compartments. All doors will have stainless steel hinges for long life. Each compartment will have independent internal lighting.

Compartment Doors
Compartment doors are 2" thick with an extruded frame and .125" aluminum skins. The doors are attached to the doorframes with stainless machine screws. They will be held open in a 90° position with gas charged lift/support cylinders. The doors will have rotary style slam lock latches and Tri-mark handles.  Compartment doors will have .063" polished aluminum diamond plate on the interior surfaces. The compartment doors are sealed with an industrial grade dual seal neoprene

Base Color
Solid Single Color - PPG Paint (White).  Extra large graphics package with reflective materials (green/gold/black) for both sides front to back and rear of trailer, to include purchaser’s multiple large official insignias (Sheriff’s stars) and/or other logos on each side and rear.

Stabilizing Jacks
Four (4) manual stabilizing jacks will be bolted to the frame capable of manual leveling of trailer front to back and side to side. 
Entry Access Ladders

Aluminum steps with removable handrails on the curbside (Stowage will be in under floor belly bunker lockers).

Heavy duty aluminum Roof Platform with collapsible locking handrails and ladder is provided.

Weight and Balance

The completed vehicle will be weighed and analyzed for proper axle loading.

Vehicle Undercoating

The vehicle will be undercoated after fabrication by a reputable commercial vendor.

Doors and frames

Two (2) entry/exit doors with tinted windows and upholstered snap on black out covers are located on the curbside of the vehicle. (Individual key locked).

Compartment Doors.

Tri-mark latches keyed alike. A grab handle is also included.

All belly bunker doors will be supported with gas-shock closures.

Dual seal bulb type door gasket installed on all doors.

Windows

Large tinted windows with upholstered snaps on black out covers provided in the command area and operations area on the curbside.

Awnings

Manually deployed awning will be incorporated above both entry doors to cover approximately 2/3 of the overall curbside (color selected by purchaser).

INTERIOR

Interior Trim

Coverings and all trim in choice of standard fabrics.  Walls and ceiling typically covered in 26 ounce closed loop heavy-duty carpet.  Customer choice of colors.  Other optional wall surface coverings are available.

Floor Covering 

All floors are to be covered with heavy-duty non-skid anti static vinyl flooring material (Customer choice of color).

Storage

A storage area with locking doors will be fabricated above the sealed generator compartment.  The padded bench seat lid in the conference area will rise up for underneath storage below the seat.  Floor to ceiling storage cabinets will be provided on each side of the bench seat with overhead cabinets above the bench seat.  The single person bench seat in the communications area will also lift for storage underneath.  A storage closet with door will be provided in the galley area with at least one interior shelf. 

Room Dividers

High quality dual pocket door room dividers with vertical sliding pass through panels for documents will be custom fabricated and fitted, these will be incorporated into the false wall design to be visually appealing and divide the areas. The room divider will be lockable and when stowed will be held in the stowed position for transit by custom straps. (Customer choice of color.)

A soundproof accordion style curtain with retention straps or enclosures will also be installed to subdivide the front workstation area into two areas when closed. (Hufcor)

Cabinetry
Counter tops and desk surfaces are laminated with customer choice of standard color/pattern laminate (Customer choice of color).

All walls will be covered with carpet in customer choice of standard color/pattern.  High traffic wall areas will be covered with polished stainless steel sheet panels or comparable damage/wear resistant material up to chair rail or waist level height.

Upholstered vinyl or cloth custom fitted covers for all workstation monitors, fronts of both equipment racks top to bottom, plasma TV in command area, and scribe station bank of monitors/other equipment to protect when not in use.

Restroom

Marine style toilet, stainless steel sink with hot and cold water, power wall vent with fan, sink cabinet with bath accessories and insulated water and waste tanks mounted in underbelly compartment for service access. Generator compartment will be welded of aluminum and include sound and fire retardant materials.  Access to the generator compartment will be through doors located in the front.

Standard Electrical Wiring Package

All wiring will meet applicable NEC standards. All power cables and connectors will be tagged and/or labeled.  Interior 110 Volt AC wiring will be encased in electrical non-metallic conduit (ENT).
