If our specifications, when included in our Request for Proposal, are not returned with your proposal, and no specific reference is made to them in your proposal, it will be assumed that all specifications will be met. IN GENERAL
The purpose of these specifications is to describe the annual requirements of the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office for pre-employment physicals.  For the period of October 1, 2003 thru September 2004, there were approximately 153 applicants sent for testing.

 2.
SCOPE
The Awardee shall provide service as an independent contractor and not as an agent or representative of the sheriff, all assignments of work will be handled thru the Sheriff’s Office Staff. 

Proposers who submit a proposal in response to this RFP may be required to make an oral presentation of their proposal.

3.
LAWS AND REGULATIONS
The Bidder's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations shall apply to the contract throughout and they will be deemed to be included in the contract the same as though herein written.  Florida law will govern all questions concerning implementation and execution of this contract and shall also be controlling in any cause of action brought pursuant to this contract.
 4.
PRE-BID CONFERENCE
All interested parties are expected to attend the pre-bid conference due to the nature of the job (see date on Page 1 of Part A).  At this time the Sheriff's representative(s) will be available to answer questions relative to this Invitation to Bid.  Any suggested modifications may be presented in writing or discussed with the Sheriff's representative(s) at this meeting and may be considered by said representative(s) as possible amendments to the Invitation to Bid. If you intend to submit a bid but are unable to attend for any reason, you must send a written notice to the Office of the Comptroller indicating the reason(s) and requesting an exception be made.  If an examination of the site is part of the conference, you must also request permission for a later appointment.
5.
PROPOSAL SUBMITTALS
A total of six (6) copies, the original document and five (5) copies, of the proposal will be submitted on the forms provided in this document and assembled, in page number order, to insure that each proposal is reviewed and evaluated properly.  The original copy WILL BE MARKED AS SUCH on the front of the document.  If additional pages are required for further description, 8-1/2" x 11" sheets must be used. EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS (SELECTION FACTORS)
An Evaluation Committee, consisting of Sheriff's Office personnel, will evaluate all proposals and make a recommendation to  the Hillsborough County Sheriff in accordance with the criteria listed below and as depicted on the Proposal  Evaluation Matrix  attached.  The firms submitting proposals shall include with their proposal, statements which discuss, completely, all information contained below. Those who have done business with the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office, past performance will be considered in the evaluation of this proposal.

Once each member of the Evaluation Committee has independently read and rated each proposal and completed a Proposal Evaluation Matrix, a composite evaluation will be compiled which indicates the Evaluation Committee’s collective ranking of the highest rated proposals in descending order.  The Evaluation Committee may wish to conduct interviews with only the top ranked Proposers if deemed necessary.

CONTRACT DOCUMENT
The contract between David Gee, Sheriff, Hillsborough County and the contractor shall consist of:  (1) the Request for Proposal and any amendments thereto and (2) the contractor's proposal submitted in response to the request for proposal.  The Sheriff's Office reserves the right to clarify any contractual relationship in writing with the concurrence of the contract, and such written clarification shall govern in case of conflict with the applicable requirements stated in the request for proposal or the contractor's responsive proposal.  In all other matters not affected by the written clarification, if any, the request for proposal and all amendments thereto shall govern.  The proposer is cautioned that his proposal shall be subject to acceptance without further clarification.
To the extent that a provision of the contract is contrary to the Constitution or laws of Florida, or of the United States, the provision shall be void and unenforceable.  However, the balance of the contract shall remain in force between the parties.

CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS
The successful Bidder may not sublet or subcontract any of the contractual obligations concerning this bid matter except as provided for in the written contract between the Sheriff's Office and Contractor.  This statement does not prohibit subcontracting of the work but does prohibit subcontracting overall management obligations pertaining to the work and requires the contractor to retain ultimate liability for all contractual obligations.

CONTRACT PERIOD
The contract shall be effective for one (1) year from the date of award.  By written mutual consent between the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office and the awardee, the contract may be extended on an annual basis up to three (3) additional years.
10.
APPROPRIATIONS OF FUNDS
The Hillsborough County Sheriff, as an entity of Government, is subject to the appropriation of funds by the Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners in an amount sufficient to allow continuation of its performance in accordance with the terms and conditions of any contract entered into as a result of this request for each and every fiscal year following the fiscal year in which this contract is executed and entered into and for which the contract shall remain in effect.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office shall, upon receipt of notice that sufficient funds are not available to continue its full and faithful performance under the contract, provide prompt written notice of such event and effective thirty (30) calendar days after the giving of such notice, or upon the expiration of the period of time for which funds were appropriated, whichever occurs first, be thereafter released of all further obligations in any way related to such contract.

DEFAULT
The contract may be cancelled or annulled by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Comptroller in whole or in part by written notice of default to the awardee upon non-performance or violation of contract terms.  An award may be made to the next low responsive & responsible bidder, or articles specified may be purchased on the open market similar to those so terminated.  Failure of the contractor to deliver materials or services within the time stipulated in these specifications, unless extended in writing by the  Comptroller, shall constitute contract default.  Contractors who default on contracts may be removed from the vendor mailing lists for future contracts at the discretion of the Comptroller.

TERMINATION

INVOICING AND PAYMENTS

The Awardee shall procure and maintain at it’s own expense , during the life of this Agreement, Professional Liability Insurance  of  Five Hundred Thousand ($500,000.00) Dollars combined single limit. The policy shall:
