Findings: Thirteen Ligne, 19 Buttons to match, shirt board w/ collar, two collar stays 2.25” edgelock 250

Collar: The banded collar has a non-woven fusible interlining.   Collar is single needle set with a clean finish and 
¼” topstitching.  Collar points have stays.  Label will be stitched on the inside center back top ply of the collar 
band.  Label will be stitched on each end and back tacked to secure.

Sleeves: Sleeves are long and terminate with a 2 1/2” finished cuff.  Cuff is lined with a non-woven fusible 
Interlining.  Cuff is topstitched.  Sleeves have a ½” folder finished placket bar tacked to a V at Placket top.  Cuffs 
have two matching Ligne 19 buttons and one buttonhole.  Center of first button is ¾” in from cuff edge.  The 
center of the second button is 12” from the first.

Yoke: The back of the shirt will have a ½” pleat set 1 1/2” in from the armhole seam on each side.  The two ply 
yoke is clean finished.

Placket: The left placket is 1 1/4” wide and has a non-fusible interlining.  Placket is ¼” topstitched on both sides.  
The right facing is folded back ¾” with a ¼” fold under.

Pockets: The shirt has left and right mitered pocket with ¾” fold under hems.  There is a matching color Ligne 19 
button centered on the pocket.  Pockets finish 5 ½” by 5 ¾” deep.  The left pocket has a 1” pencil pocket.  Flaps 
will have fusible interlining.

Findings: White elastic #3500 1” wide (on roll), hook & eye w/reinforcement (one set), one brass zipper (7” or 
9”), one ligne 23 pearl button, creaset creasing resin

Waistband: Waistband will be comprised of three tarts consisting of a left and right front pant and back 
elasticized pant.  Band is 1 ½” wide. Front waistbands are self-fabric and are set to the pants by means of a double 
needles chair stitch.  Each end is merrowed to prevent raw edges and stitched around.  Elasticized back will be 
attached to the pants by means of four rows of stitching. Elastic is 1” wide and cut per size.


Belt Loops: Pant will have five blet loops bar tack set to the waistband.  Loop are evely place arount the 
waistband and will be attaché at top and bootm by means of a bar tack.  Loops are made of self fabric and will 
finish ½” wide.  Belt loop opening is 1 ¾”.  One loop is located at the seat seam. Two loops are set a t out seams.  
Other two loops are evenly spaced between fron fly and out-seam.


Pockets: pants will have two hip pockets, two back patch pockets.  Pockets are hemmed and hem measures 1” 
finished.  Finished p[osets measure 6” deep and 5.5” wide.  Left pocket will have a vertical buttonhole and one 
button.  Top corners of each pocket are bar tacked. Pants will have font inset pockets.  Pocket opening s are 6.5” 
long.  Top and bottom of each pocket is bar tacked diagonally.


Fly/Closure:  Closure is by means of a brass zipper.  Right side fly extension and right side of zipper are serge set 
onto the pants.l  Left side of fly will have a reinforced strip of self-fabric.  Left side of zipper is single needlw 
lock stitch set to the strip.  Ends of bands are merrowed to give a clean finish with no raw edges.  Zipper lengths 
will be 7” or 9” in accordance with appropriate sizing.


Hem: Pants are unfinished.  When hemmed pants will be single needle lockstitch hemmed and finish ¾” wide 
with fold under.

Waistband: constructed of a two pieve 2” wide, self fabric and lined with a 2.5” Comfort-in-action 4 elastic.  
Belt loops are inserted into top and bottom seams of the band during attaching operation except center back loop 
which is single needle set across top and bottom and not inserted into the band.  Band is single needle stitched 
closed through and through waistband seam with a crack stitch, all around waistband except at back alteration 
seam, to allow for alterations.  Corners of elastic are tacked at close band.  

Closure: Band closure is by means of hook and eye centered in the band corners above zipper teeth.  A woven 
reinforcement steip will be set behind hook and eye.  Right corner is clean finish and single needles set in the fly 
seam.

Belt Loops: Belt loops finished measure 1” wide.  Loops are inserted in between band and lining at top and 
bottom seams of band.  Loop openings are 2”.  Back belt loop is single needle set at top over center back seam, 
and single needles stitiched ¼” below waist band seam.  Loops will have interlining.

3 each side (evenly spaced) one on seat seam

4 each side (evenly spaced) one on seat seam


Fly: Set right fly will have crothch renformcement extension with lining and interfacing.  Etension must be turned 
under to eliminate raw edges.  Extension will be sewn with crotch and then stitiched again to seam.  Zipper will 
be set in fly seam and top stitched.  Left fly will be set and folded back, and measure 1 ¾” wide.  Fly will be over 
edged to eliminate raw edges.  Brass zipper will be double needle chain stitch set with a 1” wide interfacing.

Front pocket opining 
measures 6.5” and is bar tacked horizontally at each end of the pocket opening.  Bar tacks will be placed at 
bottom corner of pockets to prevent raveling back of the safety stitch.  Both left and right sides of pocket will 
have a non-woven interlining, sewn into pocket facing, and the outside right front panel.
