This Target System Package if for a total of 5 targeting systems on 5 different ranges at the same facility.

1. Covered outdoor Range (Dark House) – Target System for Dark House Building which includes 10 inverted 180 degree (Divisionary targets front and back) rapid turn Turning Targets with a single inverted track runner Target system and all installation Materials with complete installation.
2. Two (2)  24  Turning Target systems for Range #4 and #6. These target systems will turn in groups of 6 or 8 or all at once. These systems will have one track runner target that runs the length of the turning targets. This will include all installation materials with complete installation.

All proposers will conduct an on site visit to the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office Practical Training site to gather required information on the all the ranges including  distance, width, lengths, dimensions or any other information to submit a detailed proposal.

17.        DISPUTES

Any prospective vendor who disputes the reasonableness or appropriateness of the terms and conditions, special conditions and/or specifications of the proposal document, any addendum, notice of award or notice of rejection for any or all proposals, shall file a notice of intent to protest, in writing, within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) of the receipt of the proposal document or notification and a formal written protest in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rule 60-4.012 within ten (10) calendar days thereafter.  Failure to file within the time stipulated constitutes a waiver of proceedings as prescribed by Florida Statute 120.  The ten day period includes official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays. PART C - TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS





BID NO. 5-06
1.1 
SPECIFICATIONS

A.   TARGET SYSTEM
1.  Armored Steel -Shall be for the purpose of providing an armored strikes surface which is angled to prevent splatter back  towards the shooter. The Target System will prevent projectiles damaging targetry system which are set up behind it. All steel target plates receiving direct fire will be of rifle grade and capable of with standing .223 and .308 weapons fire and using a minimum of Brenell 500 Steel of 3/8”. Non-direct steel will be of rifle grade with a minimum of ¼” Brenell 500.   
2. The Targets shall have a universal mounting system which shall allow for any targery to be used, i.e.: Bobbers, Poppers, Turning targets, plate racks, etc.

a) Turners may be located at any location or spacing and easily adjustable.

b) Turners may be easily configured as pop-ups or swingers.

3. Target System  shall be able to use a single or dual track runner of desired length.
4.   The angled deflector panels shall be easily replaceable and not require welding or the use of power          tools, such as impact wrenches (both air & electric).  

5.   The support feet on the Target System shall have a low profile (4” or less)

B. CONSTRUCTION
1. All Joints shall l provide overlapping surfaces so there is no potential for small cracks where bullets or bullet fragments might  escape.

2. Deflector panels shall be constructed of AR-500 Brinell steel plate in either ¼” or 3/8” thickness.

3. Angled deflector panels shall deflect high power rifle rounds such a .113/556 military. 308/7.62, or .223/.556 green tip. No armor piercing rounds shall be used.

4. Steel panels must be sandblasted and be in compliance with painting specification SP-6. 
C.   ACCEPTABLE PRODUCT
1. Acceptable product shall be approved by Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Training Division Commander or His/Her Designee.
D.  MANUFACTOR 
1. Manufacturer shall provide a list of no less than five clients who have the same equipment that is being bid and of equal or greater size (prior installations of the identical assembly, Steel type and application meeting all specifications listed approve. (No unapproved prototypes will be allowed for  safety reasons).
2. Manufacturer shall provide a detailed warranty describing limits of the warranty and duration of warranty.
3. Manufacturer must provide a toll free telephone number and access to a customer service representative during business hours
4. The Target System option to be installed by the original manufacturer. The manufacturer and installer must have a minimum of five years experience manufacturing and installing according to the preceding specifications. 
5. Manufacturer shall stock all components for the Target System approved be available for shipment within 5 days of order.

6. Service shall be promptly by a factor authorized and certified technician.   
2.1. SPECIFICATIONS FOR DECISION-MAKING TARGET PRESENTATION SYSTEM.
 
A.  ACTUATOR
1. The actuator shall hold a cardboard type target which has three (3) positions, front face, edge and back face, and shall be capable of turning quickly from any one position to any other position.
2. The actuator must be rated for severe weather conditions. It must be able to withstand  extended exposure to moisture and elevated humidity.
3. Turning times may be easily adjusted using a screwdriver , without opening the unit.

4. Actuator shall contain the means to fully control turning time from any one position (front face, back face or edge) to any other position of the target separately. The range of control shall be from less than  0.5 seconds and higher.

5. Actuator shall be cable of being triggered completely without the use of electricity. As an option, actuator shall also be able to be triggered by a 12V signal less than 200ma. The conversion between air and electric triggering shall not take more than 1 minute average in field operation.

6. Actuators shall not require the use of tools to make air connections. Rather all air connections shall be quick-connect,  fittings for use with flexible air tubing .No rigid internal air carriers may be used.

7.   Actuators shall be cable of independent or tandem operation.

8.   Atuator shall be  field repairable such that a complete field rebuild operations may be accomplished quickly by standard range personnel (without any special skills) using standard hand tools, require the use of mechanical tools, such as impact wrenches, and electric tools.
9. Actuator shall have no more than one tightening knob which may be loosened by hand and then the unit will hinge open exposing internal components. 
10.  Actuator head (the part which contains all moving parts) may be removed by loosening  one thumbscrew, and then replaced using no tools.

11. Actuator head may be mounted to the end of a standard unistrut.

12. Clamp assembly shall be removable by means of a standard ATI tap interface (a standard4-bolt interface 2 ¼” circle with the ability to adjust 90 degrees from stop to stop).

13. Actuator clamp shall facilitate easy target changing such that in actual use targets may be changed single-handedly. Clamp shall hold the base of the target off the ground at a height that is fully adjustable.

14. The actuator shall connect to a computer to allow multiple units to operate in a pre-programmed scenario or as an option, a pushbutton controlled wireless interface with the ability to run or-programmed scenarios.

15. The mechanism shall be protected from splatter at all angles and shall inherently protect tubing and control wires running inside. Actuator shall provide standard ½” conduit interface from the bottom or rear of unit.
B. CONSTRUCTION

1. Actuator target clamp assembly shall be armored for projectile and splatter protection.
2. All inner parts (hoses, piston, and access ports) shall be covered by hot dipped, galvanized , removable housing to protect all components.

3. All impact surfaces shall be separate from the actuator and shall be replaceable.

4. Actuator shall employ ball bearings able to accommodate variety of radial loads. 

C.  OPTIONS

1. Actuator may be mounted directly to the down range side of a knee wall.
