IN GENERAL
The purpose of these specifications is to describe the requirements of the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office for the annual, semi-annual or quarterly Inspection, Testing & Certifications or the Fire Alarm, Detection & Suppression Systems  at various Sheriff’s Office Facilities, as specified within this Request for Proposal, Part C Section 2. 
2.
EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS
An Awards Committee may be assigned to evaluate all proposals and make a recommendation to the Hillsborough County Sheriff based on the following criteria, listed in order of importance:

Price

B.
Vendor Qualifications & References
C.
Vendor’s personnel experience, training and certification with the type of systems in 
use.
D.
Proposal which meets the stated performance requirement and, based upon standard commercial engineering and business practices, will accomplish the intended purpose set forth herein

3.
SCOPE
The successful proposer, also referred to as the Contractor will provide the labor, materials hardware, equipment, supervision and documentation necessary to start, carry forward  and complete Work  at various Sheriff’s Office facilities on the equipment as specified in Part C Section 2 or as discovered in facilities walk through. 

Contractor will provide pricing to perform testing, inspections and certifications on the schedules required by local, state & federal regulatory agencies to: 

Fire Alarm Systems 

Fire Detection Systems


Fire Suppression Systems 


Fire Extinguishers  

This proposal will also include fixed cost pricing for labor and parts on repairs to deficiencies found during the inspections or other repairs as needed.

SPECIFICATIONS     

a. The Contractor shall be authorized and certified with a minimum three (3) years experience on the service and maintenance of the systems upon which they bid. It is desired but not required to have a factory trained certified contractor or employee of the contractor onsite during the life of the inspection, testing and certification procedures. 
b. The Contractor shall comply with all current applicable requirements of the Division of State Fire Marshall Uniform Fire Safety Rules and Standards, all applicable requirements of the National Fire Protection (NFPA) or latest edition standards, Federal, State and Local laws, rules, regulations, permits, codes, ordinances and State Statutes that govern this type of service.  In case of conflict between codes, reference standards and the other contract documents, the most stringent requirement shall govern.  The contractor shall propose the most stringent requirement.

c.
The Contractor shall furnish proof of license by the State of Florida to be an installer or, State Certified Municipal Inspector, under this type of service.  Provide copies of training certificate(s) with your proposal response.              
d.
The Contractor shall provide sufficient manpower, equipped with communication equipment, to perform service in all applicable areas without interference of the daily work schedule of those areas.  Adequate contractor personnel shall be provided to perform service without additional assistance from the Facility Maintenance staff.  The Facilities Engineering staff shall be available for questions and answers and accessibility throughout the facility (not to perform inspection, testing and certification duties).
f.
After the test and inspections are completed, Contractor shall provide a list of deficiencies for the Project Managers review, within (ten) 10 calendar days.  The Contractor shall also provide a detailed estimate to repair each deficiency.  The Sheriff’s Office has the option to accept the estimate or to decline the Contractor’s quote.  The owner has the option to go out for additional prices from qualified sources, or to make the repairs in-house.  The Sheriff’s Office will make every attempt to have repairs made within a timely manner.  The Contractor will be notified by the Project Manager within fourteen (14) calendar days what our intent for repairs will be.  After repairs are made, the Contractor shall be notified to complete the work for issuance of certificate of compliance. Contractor shall provide this service within fourteen (14) calendar days.

g.
The Contractor shall provide a fixed price for labor and a fixed discount off the List price from manufacturer on parts. Time and Materials discounts will be in effect during the life of the contract. Discounts will apply to all materials used during the course of repairs related or not related to inspections. Contractor will provide factory list price sheets to the Project Manager as they become available from the factory.

h.
The Contractor may perform the work using equipment, tools and machinery of his own choosing.  Any parts of the facility which are damaged by the Contractor's equipment or procedures during service shall be replaced or repaired as directed by the Engineer's at the Contractor's expense.  The awarded vendor shall provide proof of equipment calibration testing reports on the equipment used during the course of the project and during the life of the contract, upon request by the Project Manager.

i.
The Contractor shall take precautions necessary to protect persons or property against injury or damage and be responsible for any such damage or injury that occurs as a result of his fault or negligence.

j.
The Contractor shall perform the work without necessarily interfering with other contractor's work or Sheriff's Office activities. 

k.
The Contractor will notify the Project Manager or his/her designated representative, concerning delays at any time in the progress of the work.

l.
All work must be scheduled with the Project Manager or his/her designated representative.  Notification must be within forty-eight (48) hours in advance of the intended starting date. Contact names and phone number are provided on the Device Count by Facility. 
m.
Vendors shall provide a reference list of company’s currently under contract with systems mentioned herein and previous vendors.

  Any drawings of buildings and systems configuration will be made available during the mandatory pre-proposal conference. 
4.
JOB COMPLETION

Current equipment testing schedules will be provided with the Notice to Proceed. Work is to be completed within 30 days of notification. Future services shall be scheduled with the Project Manager/ Facilities Supervisor at each location and be completed within 30 days of commencement. 
Any situations which may cause delays during the scheduled work must be brought to the attention of the Project Manager as they occur.   If the system can not be properly worked due to the need of repair parts, then the Contractor will not be held responsible for delays.

5.
MANDATORY PRE-PROPOSAL CONFERENCE
A mandatory a pre-proposal conference will be held for all those with intent to bid. (date, time & place indicated on Page 1 of Part A).  At this time the Sheriff's representative(s) will be available to answer questions relative to this Request for Proposal (RFP).  Any suggested modifications may be presented in writing or discussed with the Sheriff's representative(s) at this meeting and may be considered by said representative(s) as possible amendments to the Request for Proposal.  
Since multiple facilities are included, Walk-Through inspections will be discussed at the pre-proposal conference. As many inspections as possible will be completed the same day. 

6.
CONTRACT PERIOD
The contract shall be effective for two (2) years from the date of award.  By written mutual consent between the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office and the awardee, the contract may be extended on an annual basis for up to three (3) additional year(s).

The Hillsborough County Sheriff, as an entity of Government, is subject to the appropriation of funds by the Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners in an amount sufficient to allow continuation of its performance in accordance with the terms and conditions of any contract entered into as a result of this request for each and every fiscal year following the fiscal year in which this contract is executed and entered into and for which the contract shall remain in effect.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office shall, upon receipt of notice that sufficient funds are not available to continue its full and faithful performance under the contract, provide prompt written notice of such event and effective thirty (30) calendar days after the giving of such notice, or upon the expiration of the period of time for which funds were appropriated, whichever occurs first, be thereafter released of all further obligations in any way related to such contract.

PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL
Vendors shall submit two (2) copies of their proposal document at the Proposal Opening Date, (one original and one copy) which shall show details of work, specifications, descriptive literature, drawings, references, financial resources, length of time in business, qualified personnel and any other information that may be necessary for the Sheriff's Office to evaluate the proposal. 

8.
EXAMINATION OF SITE
Proposers shall view the sites as decided upon in the pre-proposal conference for the purpose of familiarizing themselves with existing conditions and satisfying themselves as to the nature and scope of the work required. The submission of a proposal will be construed as evidence that such an examination has been made.  Any materials and/or labor not reflected in the drawings or specifications, required for completion of the work, shall be submitted with the proposal.  Later claims for labor, equipment or materials required, will not be allowed. 
9.
PERFORMANCE BOND AND LABOR AND MATERIAL PAYMENT BOND
Bond Requirements:  The Hillsborough County Sheriff shall, prior to the execution of the Contract, require the successful Proposer to furnish bonds covering the faithful performance of the Contract and the payment of all obligations arising there under in such form and amount as listed hereunder.  Premiums for Bonds shall be paid by the successful Proposer.

The Surety company shall be licensed to transact security business in Florida, shall be certified to issue the total amount of the bond on any one risk, and shall be otherwise acceptable to the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office.

Time of Delivery and Form of Bonds:  The successful Proposer shall deliver the required bonds to the Hillsborough County Sheriff no later than the date of execution of the Contract.

"Performance and Payment Bond" shall be for 100% of the Contract sum in behalf of the Hillsborough County Sheriff.  The bonds shall be written on the Surety company's standard form.  The bonds shall be in effect during the life of the contract. Contractor shall be responsible to provide Sheriff’s Office with proof of Bonding on a annual basis.

The successful Proposer shall require the Attorney-In-Fact who executes the required bonds on behalf of the Surety Company to affix to the bond a certified and current copy of his Power of Attorney, indicating monetary limit of such power.

Alternative Forms of Security:  In lieu of the bond required by this section, the successful Proposer may file with the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, an alternative form of security which shall be in the form of cash, money order, certified check, cashier's check, or irrevocable letter of credit.  Such alternative forms of security shall be for the same purpose and shall be subject to the same conditions as those applicable to the bond required by this section.  The determination of the value of such alternative forms of security shall be made by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office.

Release of Bonds:  Bonds will be released after all conditions of the contract have been met, final acceptance has been given and all inspections have been satisfied and a statement of warranty and release of lien has been issued.
10.
CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE
The Awardee shall not commence any work in connection with this Contract until he has obtained all the following types of insurance and such insurance has been approved by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, nor shall the Awardee allow any Sub-Contractor to commence work on his sub-contract until all similar insurance required of the Sub-Contractor has been so obtained and approved.  All insurance policies shall be with insurers qualified and doing business in Florida.

Worker's Compensation Insurance

The Awardee shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract, Worker's Compensation Insurance for all of his employees connected with the work of this project and, in case any work is sublet, the Awardee shall require the Sub-Contractor similarly to provide Worker's Compensation Insurance for all the Latter's employees unless such employees are covered by the protection afforded by the Awardee.  Such insurance shall comply fully with the Florida Worker's Compensation Law.  In case any hazardous work under this contract at the site of the project is not protected under the Worker's Compensation statute, the Awardee shall provide, and cause each Sub-Contractor to provide adequate insurance, satisfactory to the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, for the protection of his employees not otherwise protected.

Contractor's Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance

The Awardee shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract, Comprehensive General Liability Insurance and Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance and shall protect him from claims for damage for personal injury, including accidental death, as well as claims for property damage which may arise from operations under this Contract whether such operations be by himself or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by himself, and the amounts of such insurance shall be the minimum limits as follows:

$300,000 bodily injury and property Liability damage combined single limit.

$300,000 bodily injury and property damage combined single limit.

CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITIES
A)
Supervision and Superintendence

The Contractor will supervise and direct the Work efficiently and with his best skill and attention. He will be solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction unless specifically addressed in the Contract Documents.  The Contractor will be responsible for seeing that the finished Work complies accurately with the Contract Documents.  The Contractor will cooperate with and be responsible for coordination of the Work with other contractors and/or utilities at the site.

B)
Concerning Subcontractors

The Contractor will be fully responsible for all acts and omissions of his subcontractors and of persons directly or indirectly employed by them and of persons for whose acts any of them may be liable to the same extent as if they were employed by him.  Nothing in the Contract Documents shall create any contractual relationship between any subcontractor and the Sheriff's Office or any obligation on the part of the Sheriff's Office to pay or to see to the payment of any monies due any subcontractor, except as may otherwise be required by law. The Sheriff's Office may furnish to any subcontractor, to the extent practicable, evidence of amounts paid to the Contractor for specific Work done.

The divisions and sections of the Specifications and the identifications of any Drawings shall not control the Contractor in dividing Work among subcontractors or delineating the Work to be performed by any specific trade.

The Contractor agrees to bind specifically every subcontractor to the applicable terms and conditions of the Contract Documents for the benefit of the Sheriff's Office.
12.
WARRANTIES
The Awardee will warrant this work to be in direct compliance with all Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations that in any manner affect this work.

13.
VENDOR QUALIFICATIONS
Vendors may be required to furnish evidence in writing that they maintain permanent places of business and have adequate equipment, finances and personnel to furnish the item or service offered satisfactorily and expeditiously.

The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office reserves the right to inspect the vendor's place of business and equipment prior to award of any contract, for determining ability to meet terms and conditions as set forth herein.

INSTALLATION ACCEPTANCE

Final inspection will be accomplished by the Project Manager or designated representatives.  It will be determined at that time if all conditions of the service have been met and the system has been successfully tagged.

15.
TRADE NAMES
Any reference to materials by trade name, brand name or catalog number or reference in the specification, are intended to be descriptive but not restrictive.  They are used to indicate to the prospective bidder articles that will be satisfactory. 

16.
CANCELLATION

When deemed to be in the best interest of the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, any contract(s) resulting from this specification may be cancelled by the following means:

a.
Ten (10) calendar days written notice with cause, or;

b.
Thirty (30) calendar days written notice without cause.

17.
DEFAULT


The contract may be cancelled or annulled by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Fiscal Director in whole or in part by written notice of default to the awardee upon non-performance or violation of contract terms.  An award may be made to the next best responsive & responsible proposer, or services specified may be purchased on the open market similar to those so terminated.  Failure of the contractor to provide services within the time stipulated in these specifications, unless extended in writing by the Comptroller, shall constitute contract default.  Vendors who default on contracts may be removed from the vendor mailing lists for future contracts at the discretion of the Comptroller.

18.
NEXT BEST PROPOSER
In the event of a default by the awarded vendor, the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office reserves the right to utilize the next best proposer as the new awardee.  In the event of this occurrence, the next best proposer shall be required to provide the proposal items at the prices as contained on their proposal for this specification for the remainder on the award period.

EMERGENCY
If and when an emergency requirement should occur, the Sheriff's Office reserves the right to deviate from this contract and procure the service from the most available source.

AWARD
Award shall be made to the best responsive and responsible proposer offering a service and price deemed suitable for acceptance by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office. The HCSO reserves the right to award separate contracts, if necessary, for any of the Facilities involved in this proposal, when deemed in the best interest of the Sheriff’s Office.
The evaluation of the proposals and the determination as to equality of services offered shall be the sole and final responsibility of the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office and will be based on information and furnished by the vendor.

INVOICING AND PAYMENTS
Vendors may invoice the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, in duplicate, for service(s) as completed. The invoice shall show:  Location of service; Service performed; Completion date of service.  Always show purchase order number on invoices.
