The contractors must comply with all Federal, State and   Local regulations as they pertain to contractor’s services and contractor’s employees.    

This contract shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Florida.

2.
PROPOSER QUALIFICATIONS
Proposers may be required to furnish evidence in writing that they maintain permanent places of business and have adequate equipment, finances and personnel to furnish the item or service offered satisfactorily and expeditiously.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office reserves the right to inspect the vendor's place of business and equipment prior to award of any contract, for determining ability to meet terms and conditions as set forth herein.

3.
LAWS AND REGULATIONS
The Proposer’s attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations shall apply to the contract throughout and they will be deemed to be included in the contract the same as though herein written. EXPLANATION OF COMPETITIVE SEALED PROPOSAL METHOD 

The specifications set forth are for informational purposes and to provide a general description of the requirement.  Vendors shall be responsible to submit technical proposal(s) based upon their design that will accomplish the intended purpose as set forth herein.

Competitive Sealed Proposals differ from Competitive Sealed Bids in several areas:

A.
All criteria for evaluation will be set forth in the proposal documents in order of importance.  The criteria set forth will be used to determine the best proposal.

B.
Discussions may be held with all responsible vendors after proposals are opened for purposes of clarification.  Vendors shall be given equal treatment with respect to discussions held and all information obtained is to obtain the best possible offers for the Sheriff's Office.

C.
Award shall be made to the responsible vendor whose proposal is determined to be the most advantageous to the Sheriff's Office taking into consideration only the evaluation factors set forth in the proposal.

D.
Vendors may be required to negotiate a mutually agreeable contract prior to award.  This contract shall provide all regular protection to both parties.

AWARD
Award shall be made to the best responsive and responsible proposer offering a service deemed suitable for use by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office.

DISPUTES
Any prospective proposer who disputes the reasonableness or appropriateness of the terms and conditions, special conditions and/or specifications of the proposal document, any addendum, notice of award or notice of rejection for any or all proposals, shall file a notice of intent to protest, in writing, within 72 hours (excluding official holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) of the receipt of the proposal document or notification and a formal written protest in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rule 60-4.012 within ten (10) calendar days thereafter. CONTRACT DOCUMENT
The contract between David Gee, Sheriff, Hillsborough county and the contractor shall consist of: (1) the Request for Proposal and any amendments thereto and (2) the contractor’s proposal submitted in response to the request for proposal.  The Sheriff’s Office reserves the right to clarify any contractual relationship in writing with the Contractor, and such written clarification shall govern in case of conflict with the applicable requirements stated in the request for proposal or the contractor’s responsive proposal. All proposals received on this specification shall be considered as proposers to members of the Hillsborough County and Tampa Bay Area Government Purchasing Councils.  Said members, at their discretion, may utilize this proposal. APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS
The Hillsborough County Sheriff, as an entity of Government, is subject to the appropriation of funds by the Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners in an amount sufficient to allow continuation of its performance in accordance with the terms and conditions of any contract entered into as a result of this request for each and every Office of the Comptroller year following the Office of the Comptroller year in which this contract is executed and entered into and for which the contract shall remain in effect.  The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office shall, upon receipt of notice that sufficient funds are not available to continue its full and faithful performance under the contract, provide prompt written notice of such event and effective thirty (30) calendar days after the giving of such notice, or upon the expiration of the period of time for which funds were appropriated, whichever occurs first, be thereafter released of all further obligations in any way related to such contract.

PART C - TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

1. At Hillsborough County Sheriff’s request, the contractor shall assume custody of prisoners committed to the custody of the Sheriff’s Department  (hereafter referred to as “the Department”) and provide intrastate and/or interstate transportation of said prisoners to and from locations designated by the Department. 

2. In assuming custody of prisoners, the contractor shall assume the sole responsibility for security and control of prisoners in a professional manner and in accordance with the Departments written policies and procedures. Such policies, procedures and directives may be promulgated in the future regarding the use of force and the security and control of prisoners. In the event there are no written policies or procedures, the contractor shall follow reasonable and customary operating procedures. The contractor must comply with all Federal, State and Local regulations as they pertain to the transport of prisoners and Contractors employees.  

3. The contractor shall immediately report unusual incidents, emergencies and/or controversial situations that arise in the performance of their services to the Department in accordance with the Department’s directives. For the purpose of definition, “unusual incident, emergency, or controversial situations” includes but is not limited to the following: any act of violence by a prisoner or other passengers; any escape or attempted escape of a prisoner, or any other breach of security; any excessive delay in the transportation of a prisoner; any medical condition of a prisoner or other passenger requiring emergency medical treatment; any mechanical failure that would normally require formal reports to the cognizant regulatory agency; and any refusal of law enforcement agencies to release a prisoner to the contractor as authorized of directed by the Department.      

4. The contractor shall assume custody of prisoners from authorized agents of the Department, at the location of incarceration determined by the parties to be suitable for such purpose, to transport such purpose, to transport such prisoners to their destination or other specified location. Upon arrival, the contractor shall surrender custody of such prisoners to the Department or to the law enforcement agency as designated by the Department. The Department shall have the right to cancel its pick-up order within twenty-four (24) hours of the pick up date.  Any other cancellation may be made only with the consent of the contractor.   

5. In the event of delays in delivering prisoners to the specified destination, whether or not beyond the contractor’s control, including inclement weather or mechanical malfunctions, the contractor shall provide for all prisoner costs, except medical, related to such delays, including but not limited to food and lodging. 

6. The Sheriff’s Department shall provide the contractor with a pickup deadline for all prisoners. The contractor shall be fully responsible for insuring that all prisoners are picked up before the designated pickup deadline. In the event a prisoner is unavailable for pickup due to the contractor’s failure to meet the pickup deadline, the Department shall be relieved of any and all costs associated with such pickup.

7. The contractor shall provide the Department with a dedicated customer service representative. Said representative shall act as the Department’s primary point of contact for all issues relating to the transportation of prisoners.

8. The contractor will provide the Department with On-Line trip ordering and auditing capability.

9. The contractor will utilize Global Position Satellite (GPS) equipped vehicles in the transportation of all prisoners for the Department. Contractor will provide the Department the ability to track the progress of the prisoners.              

REFUSAL AND/OR INABILITY TO TRANSPORT 

1. The contractor shall have the right to refuse to transport any individual whose condition or behavior, in the opinion of the driver, would be detrimental or dangerous to the safety of the vehicle or its passengers. In the event the driver refuses to transport any such individual, the Department shall be notified immediately, prior to leaving the pick-up location, and there shall be no charge to the Department.

2. If upon arrival at the holding agency, the contractor learns that the prisoner has a contagious disease that was unknown to the contractor and the Department, the contractor shall immediately contact the Department for further instructions. If the prisoner is transported, transport shall be made in such a manner as to ensure the well-being of all other occupants. If the prisoner cannot be transported, the Department shall not be subject to a penalty charge.   

3. In the event the prisoner is unavailable, due to the fault of the Department, the Department shall be responsible for the cost incurred which are directly attributed to the trip to the facility, but no more than 50% of the original trip cost. In the event the contractor fails to contact the holding facility (12) hours prior, the Department shall be relieved of any and all costs associated with such pickup if upon arrival the prisoner is unavailable.  In any case, the Department shall not be subject to a penalty charge.

4. The contractor shall deliver prisoners held in another jurisdiction to the Department’s facilities within six (6) days from the date of pickup unless the Department designates a shorter period of time.

TRAINING

All Employees of the contractor involved in the pick-up and transportation of prisoners shall have a police              and/or corrections background, or have successfully completed a training program which focused on the per            use of restraining devices, self-defense, ect., necessary to perform the duties specified  herein. A copy of the            training materials (courses) must be submitted with the bid. 

IDENTIFICATION

        All employees of the contractor involved in the pick-up and transport of prisoners shall be required to dress in a         professional manner. The employees shall be required to wear a uniform bearing the company logo.                           Street/casual clothes (i.e. jeans, T-shirts with popular printed material, sandals, “flip-flops” ect.) shall not be              acceptable.
