Please note and acknowledge the following answers to questions submitted by Gulfstate Roofing and Roof Specifications:   

A ) Questions

1.   Will the roof core information (underlying roofing, deck type, etc.) be provided in an addendum, or will each contractor be required to cut out their own samples?

 


The roof deck was cored on Tuesday, December 13, 2011 by several roofing companies.  There were a 
total of four (4) cores taken as follows

1. Two on the larger roof area, one at he low point along the roof drain line and another about 10 feet away from the drain line towards the higher point of the roof slope. 

2. One was taken at the mid point of the smaller but higher roof area of the stair enclosure along the North side. 

3. One was also taken at about the mid point of the lower roof area of the connecting bridge between the two buildings.


The samples revealed a perlite tapered system of about 1/2" to 3/4" starting thickness at the roof drain 
line and tapering up at a 1/4 inch per foot. The core also showed polyisocyanurate filler panels under the 
perlite tapered board. All core samples indicated a regular concrete deck below.  The roof system make 
up was a 4 ply built-up roof system with gravel.

 

2.  Are there any drawings or plans available of the building that can be used as a reference?


No, we do not have drawings.

 

3.  Would the north-facing side of the building along with the adjacent parking area be an acceptable staging area?


The staging area will be starting at the SW corner and running along the west 1/2 of the building (up to 
where 9th Avenue ties into 20th Street.  The gate at the South side of 20th Street will be untilized for 
access to the staging area.  Contractor shall provide all necessary protection to the building and 
landscaping along the staging area.

 

4.   Will roofers be required to have background checks prior to working on the building, even if they will not be entering?

 


No background checks will be required.

 

5.   Should Lightning Protection Re-certification be factored into the bid, as the current system will have to be dismantled in order to tear off the existing roofing system?

 


Yes, the system shall be UL Certified after re-installation.  Please provide bid as a separate line item.  A 
new bid form will be issued that will be attached to the original bid package. 

 6.   Was the roof hatch included in the replacement bid, or is the current unit in an acceptable condition?  (The exterior would be re-flashed per guarantee specifications either way.)

 


The current roof hatch shall be re-used.

 

7.   Would a 20 year guaranteed Torch-Applied roofing system be an acceptable substitute to the specified roofing system?

 


No, only a built up asphalt-applied system is acceptable.

Provide a Three (3) Ply White Mineral Granular Surfaced Fiber Glass Built-Up Roof. 


Basis of design: Johns Manville specification #3GNC installed to meet FM-1-120 criteria and 
warranted for up to 20 years or an APPROVED EQUAL. 

 


All coping replacement metal shall be .040 aluminum in choice of available standard pre-finished colors 
as per:
