1. In General 


The Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office is requesting proposals for the operation of a snack bar in the Sheriff’s Operation Center (SOC) at 2008 E. 8th Ave, Tampa FL 33605 to provide breakfast, lunch and snacks to HCSO employees and visitors to the SOC and Annex. The operation will include vending machines at the SOC location as well as at the Training Center, 1501 N. Falkenburg Rd. Tampa FL. 33619, Fleet Maintenance, 2210 N. Falkenburg Rd., Tampa, FL. 33619, Information Services, 10140 Windhorst Rd., Tampa, FL. 33619, and the SOC Annex, 1900 E 9th Ave., Tampa, FL., 33605. The number of employees working in SOC, the attached communication center and the adjacent Annex is approximately 150.  Employees from other departments outside this facility may also frequent the snack bar.  

The HCSO intends that the snack bar will provide a varied and healthy fare at a reasonable cost. 
Hours 
of operation will be Monday through Friday 6:30 AM to 3:00 PM.  Vending machines are to be well 
stocked with a variety of fresh food & drink items. 

The HCSO will provide the kitchen and existing equipment & appliances, dining room space 
equipped with tables and chairs, pay all utilities and provide certain additional services as 
specified herein for a nominal license fee of $1.00 per year. Outside of providing the specified space, 
equipment & utilities the operation of the snack bar will not be subsidized in anyway by the 
Sheriff’s Office. The HCSO will obtain no part of any profits earned, nor be responsible for any loss 
incurred to cafeteria operations. 
2. Evaluation of Proposals

Various factors will be considered when comparing proposals for the SOC snack bar & vending machine operation to include quality of food, variety of food items and value. Additionally, the successful Proposer will be one whose business plan for the operation of the snack bar demonstrates a thoughtful and realistic projection of the associated revenues and expenses. The HCSO will also evaluate a Proposer’s business background and experience in the food service industry or restaurant management. Credit checks will be                                                                                                                 done to determine if the Proposer can successfully provide the supplies & services expected. Each Proposer will be interviewed by an Evaluator prior to final Award. 
3. Mandatory Pre-Proposal Conference  

All interested parties are to attend the mandatory pre-proposal conference (see date on Page 1 of Part 
A).  At this time the prospective Operators will be able to tour the facility and inspect the equipment and 
space available, familiarize themselves with existing conditions and satisfy themselves as to the nature 
and scope of the work required. A Sheriff's representative(s) will be available to answer questions relative 
to this to any and all matters regarding this Proposal.  The submission of a bid will be construed as 
evidence that such an examination has been made.  
4. Operator Qualifications & Reference 


Operator must have a minimum of three years experience in the restaurant or food service industry 

within Hillsborough County. On-site managers must have a minimum of 1 years experience in the 

food service industry. Accredited food preparation or food safety courses or programs completed 


by the Operator, on-site manager and personnel will also be considered advantageous. 


Business references from individuals who have observed the Proposer in related work will be required.  

5. Operator Reporting & Supervision


The Operator will report to the Director of the General Services Bureau for approval of personnel 
changes, equipment purchases or other matters within the scope of work which require approval from the 
HCSO as per this RFP. The Director of General Services will have final say in all matters concerning the 
snack bar but may assign a point of contact for the Operator to act as liaison to the Director. 
Annually at a minimum, or as otherwise requested by the HCSO, the operator shall provide evidence of insurance and worker’s 
compensation as described. 
6. Certificates of Insurance 
The Operator shall not commence any work in connection with this Proposal until he has provided certificates of insurance reflecting the existence of a minimum $300,000 of Comprehensive General Liability Insurance and $300,000 bodily injury and property damage combined single limit automobile insurance which have been approved by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office.  All insurance policies shall be with insurers qualified and doing business in the State of Florida and shall be maintained during the life of this Contract. The Operator will be responsible for providing property loss insurance for its own property located within the snack bar area.
The Operator shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract, Worker's Compensation Insurance for all of his employees connected with the work of this proposal, and, in case any work is sublet, the Operator shall require the Sub-Contractor similarly to provide Worker's Compensation Insurance for all the Latter's employees unless such employees are covered by the protection afforded by the Operator.  Such insurance shall comply fully with the Florida Worker's Compensation Law.  

7. Licensing & Inspection

The Operator will obtain at its sole expense all local, state or federal licenses or permits necessary for the 
operation of a snack bar in the premises and shall maintain such licenses/permits throughout the time it 
uses the premises. The Operator will comply with all local, state & federal laws & ordinances in operating 
the snack bar and shall be responsible for bringing in compliance any failed area of inspection within the 
given required time. 
8. Contractual Obligations
The successful Proposer may not sublet or subcontract any the contractual obligations concerning this proposal matter except as provided for in the written contract between the Sheriff's Office and Operator.  This statement does not prohibit subcontracting of the work but does prohibit subcontracting overall management obligations pertaining to the work and requires the Operator to retain ultimate liability for all contractual obligations.
9. Contract Term 

The term of the contract resulting from the RFP will be two years from the date of contract execution and 
shall be renewable by written agreement annually thereafter. 
10. Cancellation
When deemed to be in the best interest of the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, any contract(s) resulting from this specification may be canceled by the following means:

a.  Ten (10) calendar days written notice with cause, or;

b.  Thirty (30) calendar days written notice without cause. 
The HCSO may terminate this Agreement at any time upon thirty (30) days written notice for any reason 
including is own convenience or for cause, including but not limited to failure to pay monies due for use of 
the Premises, failure to have any necessary local, state or federal licenses and /or permits, failure pt pay 
any and all required taxes, failure to maintain required worker’s compensation insurance in force at all 
times, failure to comply with any local, state or federal regulations pertaining to food establishments of 
this type, and failure to promptly correct any use of the premises which conflicts with the HCSO policy or 
use.

11. Next Best Proposer
In the event of a default by the awarded Proposer, the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office reserves the right to utilize the next best proposer as the new awardee.  
12. Award of Contract 

The Contract will be awarded to the Proposer deemed by the evaluation committee to have submitted the 
most advantageous proposal taking into consideration all the listed comparative data required in the 
Proposal Response Section. The Sheriff’s Office reserves the right to reject any and all proposal 
as 
determined to be in the best interest of the HCSO. 
13. Exceptions to Proposal 
All proposal submittals must clearly state with specific detail all deviations to the requirements imposed upon the Vendor by the General Terms and Provisions (Part A), the Special Provisions (Part B) and the Technical Specifications (Part C).  Such deviations should be stated upon the Proposal Response (Part D) or appended thereto.  Vendors are hereby advised that the Hillsborough County Sheriff will only consider proposals that meet the specifications and other requirements imposed upon them by this proposal package. 1. Proposed Menu 
a. Each proposal shall include a proposed menu, including prices (per unit of measure cost for evaluation purposed only) to be charged. In addition the proposal shall include portion size, such as number of ounces or other quantifiable criteria for each menu item. This information will be used to accurately compare menu prices between different proposals, though the lowest price will not guarantee award. The proposed menu shall at a minimum, include offerings in the following categories 

· Breakfast foods – including typical breakfast grill items and baked goods (muffins, pastries, 


bagels etc.) 

· Lunch selections – including hot & cold sandwiches, grill items, soups & salads. 

· Beverages – including coffee, tea, milk, soft drinks, fruit juices and bottled waters. 

· Dessert and snack items – such as pudding, jello, chips, cookies, candy bars, ice cream and 

must include at least one healthful option and one seasonal fruit. 

b. Proposer may want to include a daily breakfast or lunch special, or a weekly breakfast or lunch special. Proposal shall include method in which Operator will display menu and optional specials. 
c. The Operator may promote its services by signage in designated approved areas within the building or in such publications as newsletters, bulletins etc. All notices and announcements will be approved by the Director of General Services. No advertising or promotional announcements outside the HCSO publications or bulletin boards will be permitted. 

d. It shall be the responsibility of the Operator to establish, review and control the pricing and portion sizes of all items available for sale in the snack bar with final review and approval by the Director of General Services. 

2. Facilities & Equipment 

a. The HCSO will for a $1.00 annual fee, license the Operator to use the designated space for the sole purpose of operating a snack bar in accordance with this RFP. The cost of electricity, gas, water and sewer will be provided by the Sheriff’s Office. The equipment installed on the premises and will be available for use by the Operator: 

 

b. The HCSO will insure that the equipment and facilities are clean and in proper operating condition upon commencement of contract services. After commencement of services and for the duration of the contract, the Operator shall be responsible for all required cleaning and regular equipment maintenance. Repairs to HCSO owned equipment will be the responsibility of the HCSO. Equipment repair needs shall immediately be reported to the Facilities Maintenance personnel for the building. (The HCSO shall be responsible for exhaust hood cleaning & duct cleaning which shall be performed at mutually agreed upon dates and times.)


c. It shall be the Operator’s responsibility to ensure that all machines and equipment, including display cases & refrigerated cases, interior and exterior, and all components of heating and cooling equipment such as compressors & coils be washed and cleaned of dirt, dust, grease and debris over, around, beneath & behind the units (regardless of size). Upon expiration of the contract, the equipment identified above or added as a purchase by the HCSO shall be left in a condition correspondent to its status at contract commencement, normal wear & tear expected. 

d. The Operator shall be responsible to provide any additional equipment which it deems necessary by reason of its operation of the snack bar in the premises. All such additional equipment to be delivered to or installed in the designated area must be approved in advance by the Director of General Service or his designee. Any equipment, fixture or appurtenance the installation of which requires permanent alteration to the building structure will be coordinated with Facilities Maintenance and shall become the property of the HCSO upon expiration or termination of the agreement. The HCSO may at its discretion allow the Operator to remove equipment, fixtures or appurtenances added by the Operator at its own expense, and to the HCSO’s satisfaction restore the structure to its condition prior to installation. 

e. The Operator will not perform any spatial modifications to the snack bar facility or vending machine areas. The HCSO will in good faith, but without obligation, consider modifications to the facility which the Operator desire to enhance serviceability. All such modifications will be performed by the HCSO’s own work crews or contractors. In no instance shall failure by the HCSO to perform modifications relieve the Operator from fully performing its obligations under this contract. 

f. With the exception of items identified in C.1, the Operator shall provide additional furnishings including but not limited to tables, chairs and waste receptacles required for the convenience of customers in the seating area. Such furnishing shall remain the property of the Operator at cancellation or termination of this agreement. 
g. The Operator shall provide all required equipment, furnishings, appliances, dishware, flatware, paper goods and other utensils required for serving and consumption of menu items. Commercial quality paper/plastic-ware for customer use will be acceptable. 

h. The HCSO does not guarantee the uninterrupted provision of electric, gas or water or other utilities or service except to ensure that all reasonable and diligent efforts will be pursued in restoring interrupted service. The HCSO shall not be liable for any loses incurred by the Operator which may result from interruptions or failure of such service. 

3. Access to & Use of Space 
a. For purposes of food preparation, cleaning etc., the Operator will be allowed access to the snack bar area between the hours of 6:00AM and 3:00PM Monday through Friday. The Operator shall nave no right to 
use the premises except during those hours described above except as specifically permitted by the Sheriff or his designee, which permission shall not be unreasonably withheld. The snack bar operation shall not interfere with the normal operation of the Sheriff’s Operation Center. 
b. The seating area of the snack bar shall be available during the cafeteria operating hours to all HCSO employee and guests regardless of whether they have purchased food or beverage from the snack bar, or have brought their own lunch or breakfast.  

c. The HCSO or individuals as permitted by the HCSO may use the snack bar seating area at times when the snack bar is not operating, provided that such use shall not be inconsistent with the Operator’s use 
and the HCSO notifies the Operator of such intended use in advance. The Operator shall not be responsible for any damage to the premises caused by the HCSO or such individuals or groups. 

4. Cleaning & Sanitation Requirements
a. Continually through the day the Operator shall keep clean the floor in the kitchen and serving area and shall keep the floor, tables and chairs in the seating area clean and free of crumbs and other debris. 

b. Snack bar patrons shall be expected to bus their trays, plates, cups and other debris to designated receptacles and locations. The Operator shall monitor the seating area during service hours to ensure it is maintained in a clean condition, with trash and debris removed from tables, trash receptacles emptied as needed, tables and chairs wiped down as needed. The Operator may deposit trash in the HCSO dumpster. 
c. The Operator must provide a schedule for their daily and monthly “heavy cleaning” which shall be coordinated with the Facility Management supervisor or designee. “Heavy cleaning shall include but not be limited to cleaning compressors, coils, grills, degreasing traps, cleaning under equipment. 
d. If the Operator notices any condition which is unsafe, unhealthy or in any way would cause an accident, Operator shall make or cause to be made immediate repairs or remedies to the condition. If correction of the condition will take more than routine attention, the Operator agrees to immediately notify the Facilities Management Supervisor. 
5. Personnel Requirements 

a. The snack bar is located within a secure facility. The Operator and all personnel hired by the Operator will be required to pass a background check to be issued security access identification. The Operator will be responsible to recruit, train, supervise, direct, discipline and, if necessary, discharge any and all personnel working in the snack bar. The Operator shall require its employees to comply with all instructions, regulations, and codes of conduct as specified by the HCSO. All HCSO facilities are tobacco free. No Smoking is allowed on any HCSO property. 

b. The operator shall employ an on-site manager, unless the Operator will be the manager, to be in charge of all or part of the daily operations of the snack bar. Such manager must be authorized to make decisions and act on behalf of the Operator when the Operator is not present in the snack bar. Any instruction or communication given by the HCSO to the manager pursuant to this contract shall be binding upon the Operator. The manager and his/her experience and qualifications must be in identified in accordance with the requirements of this RFP. The person designated as manager is subject to approval by the HCSO and once approved may not be changed or replaced without the prior consent of the HCSO. 

c. The Operator and on-site manager shall obtain and maintain any certifications and accreditations that are required or may become required by state or local ordinance relevant to the food service operation. The Operator agrees to comply with all local, State and Federal laws & regulations regarding employment. 

d. The Operator or on-site manager must be present in the snack bar during the peak lunch serving hours (11:30AM to 1:30PM). During all other operating hours, the manager or approved assistant may be present. Employees of the Operator shall not take breaks during peak breakfast & lunch hours of operation.  

e. Employees of the Operator shall be appropriately uniformed when performing their work assignments. Appropriate uniform will include all apparel, visible badges, hats, hair nets, etc. The Operator must submit samples of uniforms and other apparel of all service personnel for approval prior to commencement of services.
