IN GENERAL
The purpose of these specifications is to describe the requirements of the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office for the annual FM200 Fire Suppression System Inspection/Certification, the semi-annual FM 200 Cylinder Inspection/Certification, and the annual Fire Extinguisher Inspection/Certification for Communications Maintenance. 
2.
SCOPE
The successful bidder, also referred to as the Contractor will provide the labor, materials hardware, equipment, supervision and documentation necessary to start, carry forward and complete work at various Sheriff’s Office Communications Maintenance facilities. 

Contractor will provide pricing to perform testing, inspections and certifications on the schedules required by local, state & federal regulatory agencies to:

Fire Extinguishers  

This bidder will also include labor and parts on repairs to deficiencies found during the inspections or other repairs as needed.

3.          SPECIFICATIONS     

a. The Contractor shall be authorized and certified on the service and maintenance of the systems upon which they bid. It is desired but not required to have a factory trained certified contractor or employee of the contractor onsite during the life of the inspection, testing and certification procedures. 
b. The Contractor shall comply with all current applicable requirements of the Division of State Fire Marshall Uniform Fire Safety Rules and Standards, all applicable requirements of the National Fire Protection (NFPA) or latest edition standards, Federal, State and Local laws, rules, regulations, permits, codes, ordinances and State Statutes that govern this type of service.  In case of conflict between codes, reference standards and the other contract documents, the most stringent requirement shall govern.  The contractor shall propose the most stringent requirement.

c.
The Contractor shall furnish proof of license by the State of Florida to be an installer or, State Certified Municipal Inspector, under this type of service.  Provide copies of training certificate(s) with your proposal response.              
d.
The Contractor shall provide sufficient manpower, equipped with communication equipment, to perform service in all applicable areas without interference of the daily work schedule of those areas.  Adequate contractor personnel shall be provided to perform service without additional assistance from HCSO staff.  
f.
After the test and inspections are completed, Contractor shall provide a list of deficiencies to Communications Maintenance, within (ten) 10 calendar days.  The Contractor shall also provide a detailed estimate per contract pricing to repair each deficiency.  

g.
The Contractor shall provide a fixed price for labor and a fixed discount off the List price from manufacturer on parts. Time and Materials discounts will be in effect during the life of the contract. Discounts will apply to all materials used during the course of repairs related or not related to inspections. Contractor will provide factory list price sheets to the Project Manager as they become available from the factory.

h.
The Contractor may perform the work using equipment, tools and machinery of his own choosing.  Any parts of the facility which are damaged by the Contractor's equipment or procedures during service shall be replaced or repaired as directed by the Engineer's at the Contractor's expense.  The awarded vendor shall provide proof of equipment calibration testing reports on the equipment used during the course of the project and during the life of the contract, upon request by the Project Manager.

i. The Contractor shall take precautions necessary to protect persons or property against injury or damage and be responsible for any such damage or injury that occurs as a result of his fault or negligence.

j.
The Contractor shall perform the work without necessarily interfering with other contractor's work or Sheriff's Office activities. 

k.
The Contractor will notify Communications Maintenance or his/her designated representative, concerning delays at any time in the progress of the work.

l.
All work must be scheduled with Communications Maintenance Manager or his/her designated representative.  Notification must be within forty-eight (48) hours in advance of the intended starting date.  
4.
CONTRACT PERIOD
The contract shall be effective for two (1) years from the date of award.  By written mutual consent between the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office and the awardee, the contract may be extended on an annual basis for up to three (3) additional year(s).

The Hillsborough County Sheriff, as an entity of Government, is subject to the appropriation of funds by the Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners in an amount sufficient to allow continuation of its performance in accordance with the terms and conditions of any contract entered into as a result of this request for each and every fiscal year following the fiscal year in which this contract is executed and entered into and for which the contract shall remain in effect.  
The Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office shall, upon receipt of notice that sufficient funds are not available to continue its full and faithful performance under the contract, provide prompt written notice of such event and effective thirty (30) calendar days after the giving of such notice, or upon the expiration of the period of time for which funds were appropriated, whichever occurs first, be thereafter released of all further obligations in any way related to such contract.

PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL
Vendors shall submit two (2) copies of their bid document at the Bid Opening Date, (one original and one copy) which shall show details of work, specifications, descriptive literature, drawings, references, financial resources, length of time in business, qualified personnel and any other information that may be necessary for the Sheriff's Office to evaluate the bid. 

6.
CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE
The Awardee shall not commence any work in connection with this Contract until he has obtained all the following types of insurance and such insurance has been approved by the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, nor shall the Awardee allow any Sub-Contractor to commence work on his sub-contract until all similar insurance required of the Sub-Contractor has been so obtained and approved.  All insurance policies shall be with insurers qualified and doing business in Florida.

Worker's Compensation Insurance

The Awardee shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract, Worker's Compensation Insurance for all of his employees connected with the work of this project and, in case any work is sublet, the Awardee shall require the Sub-Contractor similarly to provide Worker's Compensation Insurance for all the Latter's employees unless such employees are covered by the protection afforded by the Awardee.  Such insurance shall comply fully with the Florida Worker's Compensation Law.  In case any hazardous work under this contract at the site of the project is not protected under the Worker's Compensation statute, the Awardee shall provide, and cause each Sub-Contractor to provide adequate insurance, satisfactory to the Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office, for the protection of his employees not otherwise protected.

Contractor's Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance

The Awardee shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract, Comprehensive General Liability Insurance and Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance and shall protect him from claims for damage for personal injury, including accidental death, as well as claims for property damage which may arise from operations under this Contract whether such operations be by himself or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by himself, and the amounts of such insurance shall be the minimum limits as follows:

WARRANTIES
