Sheriff's Office History...by Gary Turner

Following a tour of duty in the U.S. Navy | went to work for Sheriff Ed Blackburn Jr. in 1959. | worked in the
old red brick turn of the century jail on Pierce Street for two (2) months before joining patrol. | was the 34"
patrol deputy. Yes, there were just 34 at the time, for the whole county. We owned our own patrol cars.
We were allotted $95 per month to furnish a car and maintain it. We furnished the insurance, repairs and
tires. The office painted the cars, equipped them with radios, sirens, batteries, and any electrical repairs. The
only benefit we gained was that we could (or our family) drive the cars with gas furnished as long as we could
make it to the gas pumps. | rented two (2) Plymouth's, breaking even on them, before buying a 1963 Dodge.
When Sheriff Beard took office we went to county owned cars. After 25 years in patrol, having worked
every part of the county but mostly zones 3 and 6, | joined the Fugitives and Warrants Section until | retired

in 1994.

After retiring | continued my favorite hobbies of netting fish and bird hunting. | had bird dogs for years for
quail hunting and | have made several trips to South Dakota to pheasant hunt. | still have my 1969 Bronco
that | bought new to use while hunting. Before the gill net ban came about. | had a commercial mullet netting
boat and peddled mullet that | caught. Since the gill net ban | have continued to construct my own cast nets
to catch Nile perch (Tilapia) and mullet. We moved to Steinhatchee, Florida for ten (10) years before moving
back to the Plant City area where | was born and raised. | have been helping the Sheriff's Office archives sec-
tion identifying individuals in old photos. Plant City has a photo archives and history center. | put the Sheriff’s
Office archives section in touch with them and they have been sharing photos and information. When | re-
tired, retirees seemed to be forgotten about. It is nice that the office has formed the Alumni Association for
quarterly dinners/meetings allowing retirees to maintain their “Sheriff's Office family”. Originally, we had a

plain I.D. with retired stamped on it. Now the office has credentials for us retirees that make me feel proud.
